1 ORGANISING AUTHORITY
11 The Organising Authority is the Port of Plymouth Sailing Association (PPSA).
RULES
2.1 The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012,

including Amendments Effective 1% January 2010.

2.2 The Dockyard Port of Plymouth Order and the Plymouth Local Notices to Mariners shall apply, a
copy of which shall be on display at the rookie fleet registration.

2.3 Racing rules will be changed as follows:
o RRS 40 — Dinghy competitors shall wear personal flotation devices at all times whilst afloat.
e Delete RRS 41 — Coaching will be allowed during races where competitors are deemed in need of

assistance.

ADVERTISING

3.1 Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.
ELIGIBILITY

4.1 The rookie fleet is open to any competitor who is under the age of 19 on the 31% August in the
year of the event, and who is a current member of a club affiliated to the Port of Plymouth Sailing
Association.

4.2 Competitors must be in their first year of racing. They must never have raced outside their own
club.

4.3 Classes will be restricted to boats with a PY handicap of 1102 or higher.

4.4 Spinnakers may not be used (three sail PY handicaps will be adjusted accordingly).
ENTRIES

5.1 No dinghy shall take part in the races unless a completed entry & consent form with the required
fee has been accepted by organisers in advance.

5.2 The entry fee is £15.

6 RACING

6.1 A maximum of 10 races will be sailed.

6.2 Races may be sailed back to back.

6.3 A daily briefing for the Rookie fleet will be conducted to explain location and the courses to be
sailed. Briefings will be held at:

28™, 29" & 30™ July Briefing time 1730
31° July Briefing time 1100
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VENUE

Registration will take place at the Mount Batten Centre.

All boats will launch from the Mount Batten Centre where all competitors will be able to store their
boats for the duration of the regatta free of charge.

Racing will take place in the Cattewater or Plymouth Sound.

SCORING

One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

When fewer than six races have been completed a dinghy’s series score will be the total of her
race scores.

When six to seven races have been completed a dinghy’s series score will be the total of her race
scores excluding her worst score.

When eight or more races are completed a dinghy’s series score will be the total of her race scores
excluding her two worst scores.

RESULTS

Results will be available daily at the RPCYC and the Mount Batten Centre on completion of racing
each day.

The results will be available on the event website (www.PlymouthRegatta.co.uk) as soon as
possible after completion of racing.

PRIZE GIVING

The Prize giving for the Rookie regatta will be held at the RPCYC at 1500 on Sunday 1 August
2010.

SAFETY & INSURANCE

A boat is entirely responsible for its own safety whether afloat or ashore. Nothing, whether in this
Notice of Race, the Sailing Instructions, or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

It is for the boat to decide whether it is fit to sail or continue to race in the conditions in which it
will find itself. By launching or going to sea the boat confirms that it is fit for those conditions and
that its crew is competent to sail and compete in them.

Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat, nor will it make the
organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have
occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing. The organisers encompass everyone
helping to run the race and the event, and include the organising authority, the race committee,
the race officer, patrol boats and beachmasters.

The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of its responsibilities.

The boat is required to hold adequate insurance and in particular to hold insurance against third
party claims in the sum of at least £2,000,000.
