NOTICE OF RACE 

Plymouth Regatta – White Sail Races 

Saturday 24th July – Sunday 25th July 2010 

1 RULES 

1.1 Yachts taking part in the event will be governed by the International Regulations for Preventing 
Collisions at Sea 1972 (COLREGs). 

1.2 The use of Spinnakers will not be permitted. 

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

2.1 The event is open to monohull yachts with an LOA of not less than 19’ and not exceeding 55’. 

2.2 Results will be calculated using the Portsmouth Yardstick Rating System.  Handicapping will be at 
the discretion of the Port of Plymouth Sailing Association Honorary Handicapper who reserves the 
right to alter the PY rating of any yacht entered. 

2.3 Yachts holding a valid IRC certificate must declare it when entering the event. 

2.4 Yachts wishing to enter should complete the Port of Plymouth Regatta Entry Form and if necessary 
the accompanying Self Measurement Form. 

2.5 The Entry Fee is £10 for a single race, or £15 for both races. 

3 PRIZES  

3.1 Prizes will be awarded for each race.  In addition yachts entering both races will be eligible for 
prizes based on their combined score in both races. 

4 SCORING 

4.1 The yacht placed first in a race will score 1 point, the yacht placed second 2 points, the yacht 
placed third 3 points, etc. 

5 STARTING LINE AND FINISHING LINE 

5.1 The starting and finishing line will be an extension of a line through the Royal Plymouth Corinthian 
Yacht Club (RPCYC) flagstaff and an orange and black marker post.  The outer limit of the starting 
/ finishing line will be the Mount Batten Breakwater.  When starting, yachts shall cross the starting 
line in the direction towards the first mark. 

5.2 To start yachts may cross the start line at anytime between 1030 and 1130 BST. 

5.3 Yachts are required to record the time they cross the start and finish line and report these times to 
the Regatta Office at the RPCYC within 1 hour of finishing. 

6 COURSES 

6.1 Courses will be approximately 15NM long.  They will consist of buoys within Plymouth Sound, the 
approaches to Plymouth Sound and the coastal waters to the East and West of Plymouth. 

7 DISPUTES  

7.1 Any disputes relating to the event will be settled by arbitration.  An arbiter will be appointed by the 
Port of Plymouth Regatta Committee.  The decision of the arbiter will be final. 
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
